NZDF considers this unduly onerous for activities that are temporary
in nature and are required to be undertaken to meet Defence
purposes under the Defence Act 1990. These activities ensure that
the NZDF is able to raise and maintain armed forces to protect and
defend New Zealand, and to provide assistance to the civil power
and the provision of any public service, including in relation to natural
disasters and emergency response situations.

TMTA contribute to the health, safety and wellbeing of people and
communities. The effects of TMTA are temporary and limited in
nature, and are well understood such that they can be readily
identified and addressed through the suggested matters of discretion.

Rule for TMTA that cannot comply with
the permitted activity noise standards.
Discretion should be restricted to:

. Duration of the activity.
. Effects on amenity values.
. How noise effects will be managed

and mitigated.
