
Parents Code of Conduct

Encourage participation by your children.

Provide a model of good sportsmanship for your child to copy.

Be courteous in your communication with players, teachers, team officials, game officials
and parents from other teams.

Encourage honest effort, skilled performance and team loyalty.

Make new parents feel welcome on all occasions.

Do not interfere with the conduct of any games.

Do not approach game referees or officials.

Spectators Code of Conduct

Demonstrate appropriate social behaviour.

Remember children play for enjoyment. Don’t let your behaviour detract from their
enjoyment.

Let game officials conduct games without interference.

Support skilled performances and team play with generous applause.

Demonstrate respect for opposing players and their supporters.

Do not approach game referees or officials.

Breach of the Code

A breach of this Code of Conduct, in the opinion of team officials may result in your son/daughter
being banned from the remainder of the game. The student’s school will be notified and schools

may decide to exclude your child from further participation in Inter-school Sport. The competition
supervisor may ask a parent/spectator to leave in the case of persistent abuse of any officials or

child and may suspend the game until this person leaves, and if the person will not leave, the game
will be abandoned.

Further disciplinary action may be considered depending on the seriousness of the breach

Breach of the Code

A breach of this Code of Conduct, in the opinion of team officials may result in the coaches
son/daughter being banned from the remainder of the game. The student’s school will be notified

and schools may decide to stand down or replace the current coach/manager. The floorball
competition supervisor may ask the coach to leave in the case of persistent abuse of any officials
or child and may suspend the game until the coach/manager leaves, and if the coach/manager will

not leave the game will be abandoned. 

Further disciplinary action may be considered depending on the seriousness of the breach.

Coaches/Managers Code of Conduct

Prioritise the safety, wellbeing, and enjoyment of all players.

Remember that children play for fun and development — not just to win.

Encourage participation, effort, skill development, and teamwork.

Provide clear, positive, and constructive instruction.

Do not shout at, belittle, or ridicule players.

Correct mistakes in a supportive manner and recognise improvement.

Treat all players fairly, with equal respect and opportunity.

Model good sportsmanship and respectful behaviour at all times.

Respect referees, opponents, parents, and league officials.

Accept referee decisions without public criticism or argument.



Breach of the Code

A breach of this Code of Conduct, in the opinion of the competition supervisor may result in the
player being banned from the remainder of the game. Parents and the student’s school will be

notified and further disciplinary action may be considered depending on the seriousness of the
breach.

Team Members Code of Conduct

As a Team Member: 

Compete by the competition, conditions and rules.

Never argue with the, Referee’s or Umpire’s decision.

Control your temper – no criticism by word or gesture.

Do not swear.

Work equally hard for yourself and your team – your team’s performance will benefit and
so will your own.

Be a good sport. Encourage and support your own team members.

Cooperate with your coach and teammates. Show respect for your opponents and their
skills.

Be friendly to all participants.
